Candidates who fail to reach the minimum standard for
grade 5(FIVE) will not receive an Oral/Aural (Speaking & Listening) communication endorsement. The endorsement grade for Oral/Aural (Speaking

& Listening) communication will be recorded on IGCSE certificates provided the overall IGCSE syllabus result in the subject concerned is grade
G(g) or higher.

The Percentage Uniform Mark provided for IGCSE and GCE O Level supplements the grade for a syllabus. The Percentage Uniform Mark
recorded is generated according to a common scale for all subjects to show relative performance. A Percentage Uniform Mark is not generated fora
syllabus that is Ungraded, No Result, Pending or To Be Issued.

Only grades A*(a*} to G(g) attained in IGCSE subjects will be recorded on certificates.
Only grades A*(a*) to E(e) attained in GCE O Level subjects will be recorded on certificates.
